PASSAGE I:

The most famous attack against the falasifah came from the great Sifi heologian
al-Ghazali, who, however, dealt with philosophical themes himself and even
composed treatises on formal logic. In his autobiography. Al-mungidh min al-dalal
(The Deliverance from Error) al-Ghazali criticized the Peripatetic philosophers
severely. Then he summarized their views in his Magqasid al-falasifah (The Purposes of
the Philosophers), which caused the Latin Schoolmen to think of al-Ghazali himself as
a Peripatetic. Finally, in his Tahafut al-falasifah (Incoherence of the Philosophers). he
sought to demolish the views of the philosophers, accusing them of deviating from
Islam in their denial of the createdness. of the world, God's knowledge of particulars,
and bodily resurrection. Al-Ghazali's attack had the effect of curtailing the power of
rationalism in Islamic philosophy, but it did not bring rational philosophy to an end, as
some have thought.

The influence of Fakhr al-Din al-Razi on the technical discussions of later Islamic
philosophy was even greater than that of al-Ghazali. Al-Razi's most important attack

Kitab al-isharat in a work entitled Shahr al-ishdrdt (The Commentary upon the
Isharat), to which Nasir al-Din al-Tusi (d. 672/1274) was to write the celebrated
response that resuscitated Avicennian philosophy. In the fourteenth century this central
debate was carried further by Qutb al-Din al-Razi in his Al-muhakamat (Trials). in
which he sought to judge between the commentaries of Fakhr al-Din al-Razi and
al- TusI.

PASSAGE 2:

What we have already said may give an idea of the wide scope of philosophical
thought in Islam. And it would be a mistake to limit ourselves-as the nineteenth
century European scholars did-to the study of a few scattered Latin and Hebrew
translations. In fact, if the depth and the scope of Muslim philosophers’ thinking is
ever to be clearly and fully understood, it must be done through an examination of the
original sources themselves.

However, even though not all the original texts have as yet been published and
subjected to research, enough is known to convince us that the material gathered by
the Muslim thinkers of the Middle Ages was greater than that gathered by the
Christian scholars of that era, that the Muslim thinkers explored wider horizons.
enjoyed more complete freedom. and made greater inventions and discoveries than
their Christian counterparts.

If, therefore, one is to speak of a Christian philosophy. or as it is better known, of
Christian, Scholasticism, it would be more apt to speak first of an Islamic philosophy
and an Islamic Scholasticism, especially since Christian Scholastic thought owes much
to Islamic Scholasticism for developing and clarifying many of its problems and
issues.

PASSAGE 3:

There was a heated debate in Islamic theology between the Ash'arites and the
Mu'tazilites over the nature of ethics. harking back to the Euthyphro problem of
whether the good is what it is because of God's commands, or whether God's
commands are as they are because they are good. The Mu'tazilites argued that ethics is
objective and so God has no alternative but to recommend the good and forbid the evil
in the way that he does. The principles of justice represent how we ought to act, and
God follows them in telling us what to do. For the Ash'arites this goes against God's
freedom to do exactly what he wants, and for them He is entirely unlimited in what He
can do, what He can demand we do and how He punishes or rewards us. The debate
extended into the nature of the afterlife and whether our fate there was determined by
our behavior during this life. or whether it was entirely up to God. The Ash'arites and
al-Ghazali argued that God can do anything He likes on the Day of Judgement, and is
not obliged to adhere to any objective sets of standards.

Two important works for ethics were the Republic of Plato and Aristotle's
Nicomachean Ethics. These texts dealt with the definition of justice and a virtuous
society, and the idea of virtue as a mean. Both concepts were applied to an Islamic
context. and the emphasis in the Qur'an on patience and moderation was seen as fitting

in nicely with definitions of virtue as a mean. A perfect society could be seen as run by
philosophers, as with Plato, who combined their intellectual skill with those of a
religious authority or leader. Religion is seen as a way of explaining theoretical truths
to everyone in the community, regardless of their background or intellect. and this
applies particularly to morality. Most people would not be able to work out how to
behave on the basis of their own reason, unlike the philosophers. and require the vivid
and imaginative language of religion to inform them of their duties and why they
should carry them out. Without this. they will not be able to perfect their natures to
whatever extent possible and thus achieve happiness (sa'ada).
